TAMS Center Happenings
The Indoor Air Quality Diagnostic Tools course held last week at the TAMS Center was successful, 14 tribal professionals attended.  The next course, Fundamentals of Air Monitoring will take place in early April with 5 applicants thus far.  
Glenn is scheduled for two PA’s the second week of March.  He will assist Morongo Band on equipment issues and at the TAMS Center with Tanda Roberts, Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe on BAM monitors.
Melinda and Angelique completed on-line Fundamentals of EI.  There are 22 attendees currently working on EIs.  The EI Advanced course will start next month.

The Management of Tribal Air Programs and Grants course is being held February 22-24, in Phoenix.

Gravimetric Lab will potentially have its third customer, Ute Mountain Ute.  Continuous radon monitor request from Joe Cebe is being considered; Melinda Ronca-Battista to discuss further, purchase of Ion Chambers.
TAMS Technical Needs Assessment
Thus far, 51 responses were received from different tribes nationwide.  Creating data on excel, and starting to analyze the data.  Using pivot tables to develop different charts.  Can have data assessments at the NTF TAMS booth.
Monitoring Work Group Update
Section 3 of the Technical Guidance for the Development of Tribal Air Monitoring Programs document is 80-90% done.  Currently reviewing Sections 4, 5 and 6.  Next call is scheduled for March 30.  Discuss guidance document; use pivot tables from needs assessment for monitoring strategy.  Kris Ray reported Region 10 is almost done.
